APPLICATION METHOD / TOOLS

Application:

Install the waterbar in the center of the concrete
structure. It should be carefully fixed in the formwork
before concreting. The waterbar fixing clips shall be in-
stalled at maximum 25 cm centres and fixed to the
steel reinforcement.

Welding:

The specific welding parameters must be adjusted and
checked on samples prior to the welding work. A min-
imum ambient temperature of +5 °C and dry weather
conditions are required for welding on-site.

Sika Waterbar® A AT can be connected by butt weld-
ing with suitable welding equipment. The welding
edges are melted in the process and fused perman-
ently together whilst in the plastic state.

Protection of exposed waterbars on site:
The waterbars should be protected from damage until
they are fully embedded into the concrete.

The waterbar and the joint must be cleaned befor con-
creting.
