Dispensing Sika® ViscoCrete®-20 ET is added to the gauging water or added with it in-
to the concrete mixer.
To achieve the optimum performance, a wet mixing time of at least 60 
seconds is recommended.
To avoid excess water in the concrete, the final dosage must begin after 
2/3 of the wet mixing time.

Compatibility Sika® ViscoCrete®-20 ET may be combined with many other Sika products. 
Trials must always be carried out before combining products in specific 
mixes.
